The Hawks are ready for an exciting 2
nd

 half to our school year.  In social studies we will begin examining the causes and 
results of the War of 1812 and the role of Manifest Destiny in our westward expansion.  We will finish the month 
discussing the policies of Andrew Jackson.  

In science, we will be starting our astronomy unit.  We will be learning about our galaxy and everything that makes it up.  
We will study the planets during a student developed project.  We will also be learning about global environment issues 
and doing a lab on global warming.  We will conclude the unit with learning about NASA and the different equipment that 
they use in space during missions. 

Language will be wrapping up our unit on true love and theme in the textbook, we will be reading, writing, and discussing 
poetry and figurative language. Students will learn how to analyze, compose, and discuss various forms of poetry and the 
literary forms that writers use to help express their thoughts and emotions. The units will be wrapped up with a poetry 
booklet that is designed and developed by each student.  

In pre-algebra, we are working on our ratio and proportion unit.  In this unit, the students will learn what ratios, rates, unit 
rates, and proportions are.  They will also learn how to solve proportions through cross multiplying and identify whether 
figures are similar or not.  After we finish this unit, we will be moving on to our unit on percents.  The students will relate 
percents, decimals and fractions to one another. 

 In the other math classes, we are working on percent unit.  The students will learn how to use a general percent equation 
or proportion to solve for the percent, part or whole amount.  After we finish up this unit, we will begin  unit statistics, data 
analysis and probability.  The students will learn how to make different types of statistical graphs and learn how to read, 
analyze and predict information from these graphs.  

Beginning with the second semester, the Resource Math class, having finally received a math text, will be moving back 
and forth between our new math book, Math Triumphs, and the individualized computer program, Accelerated Math.  

Beginning with the basics of whole numbers, students will then move into fractions and percents.

We are heading into a unit on data analysis, including making and interpreting graphs and calculating 
central tendencies.  In Pre-Algebra, we have finished up a unit on percentages and calculating compound interest and 
are moving on to calculating permutations, combinations, and probability.  Students should be reminded that showing 
work is NOT optional, it is required!  If you type it into your calculator, you should be writing it down on your homework 
paper.  

 
Mrs. Bonneau's language class continues to use the Reading Plus program to improve their reading skills.  Additionally, 

students are working on writing extended responses, as they prepare to take ISAT tests in March. 
 
Students in science are currently finishing up the biology unit with a cross-team project in which they are working on
