As we roll into March, social studies will have concluded studies on Western Expansion into the Mexican Cessions. We
will examine how these events and others form the basis of the Antebellum Period and the move towards Civil War.

In science, we will be continuing our astronomy unit. We will be learning about Earth and its atmosphere. With this
information, we will be discussing climate change, greenhouse effect and global warming. Then, we will be learning about
Earth's moon and doing a three day mini lesson on it which includes some hands- on labs. Science ISAT® are March 1%
and 2™ . Then we will be continuing with astronomy.

In pre-algebra, we just finished up our chapter on percents. The students learned how fractions, decimals and percents
were all related and how to switch from one to the other. We are now moving onto probability. The students will learn
about the different types of probabilities, the fundamental counting, Pascal's Triangle, and how to calculate odds. In the
other math classes, we just finished up our unit on statistics and analyzing data.
