Heading into November, the Hawks are going to be quite busy. Social studies will have finished their Native American
projects and will begin work on pre-revolutionary material. We will examine the events and conditions that prompted
English citizens to rise up against their government. Students should understand the importance of speaking freely on
issues and why the Declaration of Independence was needed.

In science, we are starting to learn about the periodic table and different elements. The students will be learning how to
use the internet and books to research and find information. Then, the students will use the skills that they learned in a
LRC scavenger hunt. After the hunt, the students will use their new skills to research an element with a partner and give
a presentation to "sell" their element to the class. This will end the chemistry unit for the quarter and the students will
begin studying biology.

In language arts, we have been studying and developing good arguments. After reading a few short stories, students are
developing their own advice columns to help a fellow student through bullying. Within the next week, we will be finishing
the first unit in the Holt series. We will be reading the teleplay Brian's Song, and discussing its themes of friendship.

In pre-algebra, we are finishing up our unit on rational and real numbers. The students learned how to solve equations
with rational numbers, find the square roots of numbers and learned the similarities and differences of rational and real
numbers. Next, we will be spending a few days in class working on math tiles. Then we will be moving onto collecting,
displaying and analyzing data. The students will learn how to display their data with different types of graphs, plots, and
tables. They will also learn different measures of central tendencies, such as mean, median and mode.

The other math classes are finishing up the unit on writing and solving equations. The students also learned how to solve
and graph functions. They will also be spending a few days working on math tiles. They will then be moving onto
fractions, decimals and percents. The students will be working on changing fractions into decimals and percents,
decimals into fractions and percents, and percents into decimals and fractions. The students will also be working on
greatest common factors and least common multiples.

Resource math has been working on a unit about something everyone needs to work on, following directions.
Accelerated Math will continue after the students complete their first math writing assignment.

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‘/f VISION AND HEARING SCREENING  § &~

Each school year the Sandwich District 430 school nurses conduct vision/hearing screenings in accordance with the rules
and regulations of the lllinois Department of Public Health. Vision screening will be done as mandated for the following
children: preschool, kindergarten, second grade, eighth grade, special education students, new/transfer students, and
other concerns. Hearing screenings will be done for preschool, kindergarten, first grade, second grade, third grade,
special education students, new/transfer students, and any other concerns.

Screenings will be done at Sandwich Middle School on January 11, 2010, and rescreening on January 25, 2010.

Vision screening is not a substitute for a complete eye and vision evaluation by an eye doctor. Your child is not required
to undergo this vision screening if an optometrist or opthamologist has completed and signed a report form indicating that
an examination has been administered within the previous 12 months and that evaluation is on file and the school. This
notice is not a permission to test and is not required to be returned. Vision screening is not an option. If a vision
examination report is not on file at the school, your child in the mandated age/grade/group will be screened per Public Act
093-0504 effective January 1, 2004. If you have any questions, you may contact the school nurse. Reminder: A
complete vision exam is required for all students enrolled in Kindergarten.
