The Hawks are currently engaged in some interesting subjects for your child in the academic core classes. In science, we
are continuing our chemistry unit by learning about the states of matter. We will be focusing on the three states of matter
(solids, liquids, and gasses). We will then learn about the behavior of gasses by studying Charles' and Boyle's Laws.
Then we will be learning about the changes of state when dealing with matter. After finishing with the matter aspect, we
will be focusing on elements, compounds, and mixtures. Social studies will focus on the colonization of America and its
interaction with the native cultures. This will culminate our Native American project in the beginning of October. In
language arts, we will begin exploring the nature of conflict by reading, writing about, and discussing a variety of short
stories.

INFLUENCING STUDENT SUCCESS

Students with better study skills and homework strategies learn more effectively and perform better on assessments.
Parents can help their children be successful by supporting their efforts at home. Here are a few tips parents may choose
to consider.

General Homework:

1 Make sure your child has a quiet, well-lit place to do homework.
o Avoid having your child do homework where distractions are possible.
1 Make sure the materials your child needs are available.
o0 These materials would include paper, pencils, a dictionary, etc.
o Ask your child about special projects, or check lesson plans onthe schoold s websi t e. Thi s
get the necessary materials in advance.
1 Be positive about homework.
o Tell your child how important school is. The attitude you express will be the attitude your child adopts.
91 Help your child manage his or her time.
o Establish a set time each day for completing homework. Do not let your child leave homework until just
before bedtime.
o Check for homework on Friday, and do a little at a time throughout the weekend.
1  When your child asks for help, provide guidance not answers.
o0 Giving your child answers means he or she is not learning the material. Too much help can prevent your
child from developing independent learning skills.
1 Watch your child for signs of frustration.
o Allow your child to take short breaks if he or she is having trouble staying on task.
o Clarify the assignment with your child by having him or her tell you what is expected.
1 Reward progress in homework.
0 Celebrate positive efforts with a special event, such as pizza, a bicycle ride, or allowing a friend to sleep
over.

Have your child read aloud to you every night.

Choose a quiet place, free from distractions, for you child to do his or her nightly reading.

When your child reads aloud and makes a mistake, point out the word that he or she missed and help your child

read the word correctly.

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RED RIBBON WEEK

Red Ribban Week is the oldest and largest drug prevention campaign in the
country and generally takes place the last full week in October, 1his vear Red Ribbon
Week will be celebrated October 23-31, 2009,

Red Ribbon week serves as a vehicle for communitics and individuals to take a
stand for the hopes and dreams of our ¢hildren through a commitment to dreg prevention
and education and a personal commitment o live drug free lives with the ultimate goal
being the creation ol a drug free America,

And, perhaps more importantly, Red Ribbon Week conunemorates the vltimate
sacrifice made by a DEA Special Agent Larique “Kiki” Camarena, who died at the hands
of drug traffickers in Mexico while fighting the battle against illegal drugs to keep our
country and children safe.

The Story Behmd the Symbol

Enrique “Kiki” Camarena grew up in a dirl-floored house will hopes and dreams
of making a dilTerence.

Camarena worked his way through college, served in the Marines and became a
police officer. When he decided to join the 1S, Drug Enlorcement Administration, fus
mother tried to lalk him out ofil 1 can’t not do tlus,” he teld her, “T'm only one person.
but [ want to make a difference.”

The DEA sent Camarena to work undercover in Mexico mvestigaling o migor
drug cartel helieved to melude officers m the Mexican wry, pelice and govermment, On
February 7, 1985, the 37 vear-old Camarena lefl his office to meet his wife for tunch,
Iive men appeared at the agent’s side and shoved him in a car. One month later.
Camarena’s body was found in a shallow grave.

Within weeks of has death in March of 1985, Camarena’s Congressman, Duncan
Hunter, and high school friend Henry Lozano, launched Camarena Clubs in Imperial
Vallev, Calitorniz, his hometown. Hundreds of ¢lub members. pledged o lead drug-lree
lives to honor the saerifices made by Camarena and others on behall of all Americans,
These coalitions began 1o wear red badges of satin, red ribbons, as a symbaol of
Camarena’s memory, The Red Ribhon Week campaign emerged (rom the eflforts of
these clubs and coalitions.

Today, Red Ribbon Week 1s natonally recognized and celebrated, helping to
preserve Special Agent Camarena’s memory and further the cause for which he gave his
life. The Red Ribbon Campaign also hecame a symbol of support for the DEAs efforls
to reduce demand for drugs through prevention and educaton programs. By wearng a
red ribbon doring the last week in October, Americans demonsirate their epposition to
drugs. They pay homage not enly to Special Agent Camarena, but to 2ll men and women
who have made the ultimate sacrifice in support of cur nation’s struggle against drug
trafficking and abuse.

Please Practice Good Hygiene
The single best way to prevent seasonal flu is to get vaccinated each year, but good health habits like covering your cough and washing your hands
often can help stop the spread of germs and prevent respiratory illnesses like the flu. There also are flu antiviral drugs that can be used to treat and
prevent the flu.
Avoid close contact.
Avoid close contact with people who are sick. When you are sick, keep your distance from others to protect them from getting sick too.
Stay home when you are sick.
If possible, stay home from work, school, and errands when you are sick. You will help prevent others from catching your illness.
Cover your mouth and nose.
Cover your mouth and nose with a tissue when coughing or sneezing. It may prevent those around you from getting sick.
Clean your hands.
Washing your hands often will help protect you from germs.
Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth.
Germs are often spread when a person touches something that is contaminated with germs and then touches his or her eyes, nose, or mouth.
Practice other good health habits.
Get plenty of sleep, be physically active, manage your stress, drink plenty of fluids, and eat nutritious food.
Sandwich School District is committed to school safety and preventing the spread of germs. All classrooms within the district contain a wall-mounted
hand sanitizing system. Units are checked daily and refilled when needed; and desks, door knobs, handles, tables, locker rooms, drinking fountains,
restrooms, etc. are sanitized throughout the day and each night. As a reminder, when calling the school to report a student iliness, the Health
Department has asked for parents to be specific regarding symptoms.

Seasonal flu vaccine at Resource Bank and Fox Valley Older Adult Center is for adults 19 years of age and
older only.

There is a $37.00 charge for the seasonal flu vaccine. We accept ali major credit cards with photo
identification at on-site clinics held at the Health Department only. Medicare or Medicaid will ke bifled, You
must bring your Medicare or Medicaid card with you along with photo identificaticn.

Inceme-eligible children can receive their pedialric seasonal fiu vaccine through the Vaccines for Children
Program al a substantial cost savings, Vaccine for Lhis State-funded program will only be available en-site at
the Health Department.

Seasonal flu vaccine will net be given to individuals allergic to eggs or report a history of previous adverse
reactions after receiving the seasonal flu vaccine.

« The seasonal flu vaccine is not expected to provide protection against navel H1N1 influenza (swine flu)
However, H1N1 (swine} flu vaccine is currently in production and is expected to be available mid-October at
the sconest for target groups.
