The kids of the West Wing are really getting into the swing of things in middle school--they are becoming experts at
getting lockers open and finding their way around the building. In October, the students will be doing some great
things in their classes!

Social Studies units in October will be Ancient Mesopotamia and Ancient China. The students will be reading about the
mythical hero, Gilgamesh and creating their own mini-epics. They also will be figuring out their Chinese names and
making clan banners.

In Science, the students will be spending a few days on an adaptation project where everyone will design an animal
that is adapted to a given environment. The students will be learning about the flow of energy in ecosystems through
food webs. They will also be spending time on learning about the water cycle, carbon and oxygen cycle, and the
nitrogen cycle.

Language Arts will be working on subjects, predicates, and pronouns. The students will complete an essay graphic
organizer and convert it into an expository essay. They will also be studying story elements.

Language Arts: We are continuing to review and introduce many familiar and new concepts. Presently, the students
are identifying and applying the Elements of Fiction to short stories. The students are doing active reading with
several fictional selections. The students will be beginning their grammar and vocabulary study.

Math: Before you owned a checkbook, who knew numbers could be negative? We are moving from the world of just
positive numbers and into working with negative integers. From there, we will move into negative decimals and begin
working on translating English to Math symbols. Solving equations involving these negatives will be next on our
agenda. We didn't use calculators for Chapter2, but they sure will be great for the next chapters! In AT math we have
finished reviewing our basic equation solving skills, brushed up on fraction work and have solved all sorts of rational
number problems. Now we are on to data analysis before we turn our attention to geometry and the mysteries of two
and three dimensional objects!

Social Studies: We have just established the Thirteen Colonies and are now heading down the path to Revolution. In
the coming weeks we will be looking at the events leading up to and during the American Revolution. We will also be
reading our first novel of the year and completing our first essay.

Science: We have been taking an up close and personal look at the building blocks of stuff: matter, states of matter and
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wrapping up the chemistry unit with our cross-team activity, the Adopt-an-Element project.

7th Grade Hawks News

As we fall into October, many things are happening with the Hawks. Social Studies will begin their
study of Native American cultures with a research project. Students will identify twenty facts about
their Native American group that can be shared with the class. Students will then research the details
and make a project to share with the class. Most of the project building will be outside of class time so
check with them as to who their group partners are and what your child has decided to do.

In science we are continuing to work in our Chemistry unit. We are learning about elements,
compounds and mixtures. We will then be learning about atoms. Following atoms, we will be learning
about the periodic table and how the elements are arranged on it .

Seventh grade resource math is going to begin a discussion of time, reviewing not only the how, but working on and
with time zones and the interplay with where we, in Sandwich are, with respect to time. Following that we begin our
discussion of fractions and the math operations that surround them. During this time will find students writing their
first math essay on a subject to be determined.



During October, we're going to be in our unit on Focus on Foundations. During this unit, students will be reading,
writing, and discussing about the major ideas in Language Arts. Students will be studying Literary Elements, Figurative
Language, Context Clues, and Active Reading Strategies. They will have daily activities and assignments that ask them
to demonstrate their understanding of each of these major concepts that are fundamental to Language Arts. By the end
of the unit, students will have a working vocabulary of Language Arts and a basic foundation to develop throughout
the year.

In Pre-Algebra, we just finished up our chapter on integers. We are now moving on to rational and real numbers. The
students will learn how to add, subtract, multiply, and divide fractions. They will also learn how to solve equations
involving fractions and how to find squares and square roots. After we finish up the chapter on fractions, we will be
moving on to the chapter about collecting and describing data. The students will learn how to organize, display and
interpret data from graphs and use measures of central tendencies (mean, median, mode) to interpret data.

In math, we also are finishing up our chapter on integers. The students were learning how to add, subtract, multiply
and divide with integers. We are then moving on to learning about linear equations and functions. The students will
learn how to write and solve expressions and equations. They will also learn how to read and graph functions and the
relationships between the data and the graphs.
